Impact 100 Grant
PWC was proud to be named a 
winner of a $109,000 Impact 100 
grant to support the growth of PWC’s 
Workforce Development Program.

Volunteer Impact
More than 400 volunteers donated 1,500 
hours of service to assist 45 clients with 
repair projects for the 41st annual Repair 
Affair in the spring, and 1,700 volunteers 
donated 6,300 hours of service to assist 706 
clients for the 37th annual Prepare Affair 
event. In total, volunteers donated more than 
13,400 hours of service in 2023. 
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
