Neighbors such as Amelia and her family. She and her husband Hector came to America from Guatemala 20 years ago and have created a home for their family in Greater Cincinnati. However, their son has cerebral palsy and cannot walk or talk, making their tri-level home difficult to navigate. Powered by funds raised during last year’s ToolBelt Ball, PWC specialists built an accessible bedroom and bathroom creating more independence for everyone in the family – just as they have for so many other families in need throughout the years.

“The work we do at People Working Cooperatively is crucial because it improves the quality of life for families all over the region, providing the accessibility and independence our neighbors want and need to get around safely in their own homes,” said PWC President Jock Pitts. “This event in particular supports a larger project that, under ordinary circumstances, we might not have the funding to complete. But what an incredible impact it has on the family members, like Amelia and Hector. It is truly life-changing, to no longer have to worry about the risks of carrying their growing child up and down the stairs just to take a bath or go to sleep. All of our supporters are part of the help and hope that we can provide for deserving families, and we thank them for that from the bottom of our hearts.”
