Grant funding supports the nonprofit’s home repairs, modifications, and more for low-income residents

CINCINNATI (August 19, 2024) – People Working Cooperatively (PWC), a nonprofit that provides professional critical home repair, weatherization, and accessibility modification services for low-income neighbors in communities throughout Greater Cincinnati, has announced that it is the recipient of 14 grants, five of which will be matched dollar-for-dollar by the Farmer Family Foundation, to help continue its mission.

The grants include:

· An anonymous foundation awarded $40,000 for HVAC training equipment. PWC provides critical home repairs, including HVAC services, and is dedicated to training skilled tradespeople for this work. 
· Andrew Jergens Foundation awarded $7,500 for repairs and modifications, which will aid in PWC’s efforts to improve living conditions and quality of life for children. 
· Bob’s Cares Foundation awarded $2,500 for repairs and modifications, helping the organization better serve neighbors and keeping them in their homes. 
· The 513 Fund awarded $5,000 for repairs and modifications, which will help the organization’s efforts to keep people safe and healthy in their homes.
· The Charles H. Dater Foundation awarded a $50,000 grant for student volunteer projects. PWC’s student volunteers gain hands-on home maintenance experience while improving living conditions and quality of life for older adults and people with disabilities.
· The Ohio Finance Fund awarded $60,000 for lead remediation equipment and supplies. PWC, along with other community partners, offers lead inspections and remediation services to protect families and local residences from the dangers of lead. 
· The S.C. Ministry Foundation awarded $110,000 for repairs and modifications in Price Hill. 
· The Wayfair Foundation awarded $10,000 for repairs and modifications in homes in Northern Kentucky.
· The Wohlgemuth Herschede Foundation awarded $20,000 for the volunteer involvement program. 
· Farmer Family Foundation Matching Grants:
These organizations and foundations provided grants that will be matched dollar-for-dollar by the Farmer Family Foundation and its Trustees as part of the $1 million challenge grant the Foundation awarded PWC earlier this year.
